	The Elkton City Council meeting was called to order by Mayor Charles Remund at 6:00 PM.  Council members present were Jordan Beck, David Bierman, Tal Farnham, Brooke Greve and Rick Weible.  Council member Scott Stuefen was not in attendance.  Also in attendance was Nicholas Zolnowsky, SPN project engineer and Jeffrey McCormick SPN Associate for the City.
Motion by Farnham, second by Weible to approve the agenda as presented.  All in favor – motion carried.
	Motion by Greve, second by Bierman to approve the July 2 regular meeting minutes.  All in favor - motion carried.
	During citizen comments, there were a few complaints about properties.  Trees that are partially blocking corner vision.  Semi cab in a yard.  Brittany Venekamp was in attendance to give an update on the Harvest Festival.  Attendance was good and the committee thanks the council for the support and request that they consider support for the following year.  Venekamp also discussed the need for a non profit for the committee to work under.  
	Steve Jensen, Public Works Director was not in attendance, but left his report.  They have added gravel to the gravel road on the south side of town.  Continue with mowing, spraying weeds and mosquitos.  Spraying of mosquitos is back to once a week on Thursday.  Working on final punch list for the construction project. Working on scheduling water tower inspection in late August or early September.  Also working on the pickle ball courts.
	Bar Manager, Jennifer McBrien was on hand for her report.  She provided the council with financials.  She told the council about the coke distributor changing their system and will require the bar to change as well.  The representative stated that the current set up is not a big enough area and will need to be changed to accommodate the new system.
	Finance Officer, Susan Schuurman was on hand for her report.  Business as usual in the office.  The September council meeting was changed to Wednesday, September 4th at 6 PM.  
	The fire department reported the new SCBA’s have arrived.
	No report from the Ambulance.
	Sherry Bauman, City Librarian was not in attendance, but left her report.  The summer reading program has ended, overall attendance was 388.  Daycare deliveries continue every 2 weeks.  The book discussion was held on July 9th with 5 people in attendance.  The library was closed Thursday, July 25th to shampoo the carpet.  The next library board meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, September 11th at 5 PM.
	The council reviewed the budget overview for July.
	The council reviewed Resolution 2024-08.01 to support the DOT grant.  
Resolution 2024-08.01

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City of Elkton to upgrade a portion of North Elk Street to better serve the business district and truck traffic; and

WHEREAS, Elkton agrees to provide a 20% local match for road construction costs, plus pay all engineering, utilities and administrative costs associated with said project; and

WHEREAS, Elkton will secure the required right-of-way for the construction of the project; and

WHEREAS, Elkton agrees to maintain the road for its useful life;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Elkton City Council duly approves the submission of a SD Department of Transportation Community Access Grant application requesting 80% of the eligible street construction costs for the project as submitted;

THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Mayor of Elkton be authorized to execute and sign the grant application on behalf of Elkton.

THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Mayor of Elkton be authorized as the certifying officer to sign all required pay requests, correspondence and other documents for the proposed project on behalf of Elkton.

Motion by Beck, second by Farnham to approve resolution 2024-08.01.  All in favor – motion carried.
	The council held the first reading of Ordinance No. 380, appropriation ordinance.  The second reading will be held on October 7th.
	In unfinished business, Certificate of Substantial Completion with punch list was dated July 18, 33 days after the contract date.  J & J Earthworks, did not request an extension.  The council has the right to assess liquidated damages for not meeting substantial completion of $1500.00 per day.  Final completion is August 18, 2024, if the contractor does not meet this date liquidated damages can be assessed at $800.00 per day.  After a lengthy discussion the council decided to sign the certificate of substantial completion.  Motion by Beck, second by Weible.  All in favor - motion carried.  Other action before the council was contractors pay request no. 19 for $28,395.98.  Motion by Farnham, with no second.  The motion dies, no payment will be made due to lack of progress on the project.  Nicholas Zolnowsky with SPN stated a letter will be sent to J & J reminding them that the final completion date is August 18th and requesting a project schedule showing a date that work will be completed.  The letter would also request that the contractor make a good faith effort to expeditiously complete the punch list items and state that liquidated damages may be assessed if work is not completed or not completed satisfactorily.
	SPN would like to present the council with a detailed review of the design of phase III in the near future, Jensen will be contacted to decide a date and then the council will be informed.  The community access grant application has been submitted and award determination will be at the end of November or December.
Motion by Weible, second by Beck to approve payment of the August bills.  All in favor – motion carried.
With no further business before the council.  Motion by Bierman, second by Weible to adjourn the meeting at 7:33 PM.  All in favor – motion carried.
