Elkton City Council Minutes
September 4, 2024
	
	The Elkton City Council meeting was called to order by Council President David Bierman at 6:00 PM.  Council members present were Jordan Beck, Tal Farnham, Brooke Greve, Scott Stuefen and Rick Weible.  
Motion by Farnham, second by Stuefen to approve the agenda as presented.  All in favor – motion carried.
A resignation letter was read from Jordan Beck.  He is moving to a different ward and can no longer serve in Ward 2.  The resignation was accepted.
	Motion by Greve, second by Weible to approve the August 5 regular meeting minutes.  All in favor - motion carried.
	During citizen comments a vacant house on 2nd street was brought up to have had individuals on the property.  A garage door was left open, it was mentioned that this should be passed on to law enforcement.  Also discussed during citizen comments was the side walk east of the school.  The homeowner had been spoken too and he expressed his disapproval of the installation of the sidewalk, stating it won’t get used anyway.  Cost estimates from Spaders Construction was $5,012.00.  A second estimate should be obtained.  Motion by Stuefen, second by Weible to move forward with the sidewalk installation at the lowest bid and the city or school will be responsible for snow removal with an agreement in place stating the current property owner would not be responsible for the cost of installation or snow removal.  All in favor, motion carried.
	Public Works Director, Steve Jensen was on hand and gave her report.  The crosswalks were painted, the lift station in the Kinner addition had an item stuck in it.  Work has been done on the basketball court and pickleball court.  They placed two 11-foot drain tiles by the railroad tracks near Cornell to help with drainage.
	Jennifer McBrien, Bar Manager was on hand to give her report.  New patio furniture was purchased last month.  A benefit will be held for Lisa Kuehl on October 4th.  
	Susan Schuurman, Finance Officer was on hand to give her report.  The budget work meeting needs to be scheduled for this month.  The council chose Wednesday, September 18th at 6 PM.  Schuurman will attend the SDML conference in Sioux Falls Oct 9-11 and a grant info meeting on October 16th in Arlington.  The library board representative will need to be replaced with the resignation of Beck.  
	There was no report for the Fire Department.
	The Ambulance continues to prepare the grant to purchase equipment.
	City Librarian, Sherry Bauman was not in attendance, but left her report.  Daycare deliveries continue.  Story hour will begin Monday, September 11th.  Bauman will attend the SD Library Association’s annual conference in Aberdeen on Thursday, Sept 26 and Friday, Sept 27.  The library will be closed on those days.
	The committee reported about the driveway discussed last month.  The homeowner is unhappy with cracks in the concrete.  Being that the project has passed liability to the contractor no further action will be taken.
	In unfinished business, final completion due date was August 18th.  As of Sept 4th, J & J Earthworks are 17 days beyond the final completion due date.  Total liquidated damages the City could assess are at $63,100.00.  Since the July 18th meeting with the contractor, they have had personnel on site 12 of 48 days.  Typically, it has only been on individual on-site for J & J.  Contractor’s Application for Payment No. 19 in the amount of $28,395.98 has been presented for council approval.  Contractor’s Application for Payment No. 20 of $11,921.31 has been presented for council approval.  A balance of $235,000.00 in retainage and uncompleted items still remain.  Motion by Weible to approve payment for applications 19 & 20 in the amount of $40,317.29.  The motion received no second, so failed.  SPN has completed a final design meeting with the City.  SPN plans to finalize plans and specifications by the end of September.
Motion by Weible, second by Greve to approve payment of the September bills.  All in favor – motion carried.
With no further business before the council.  Motion by Beck, second by Farnham to adjourn the meeting at 6:38 PM.  All in favor – motion carried.
